TRIAGE EXERCISE – Answer Key

1.
RED

Respirations are slow for a child and he is unable to follow 
commands.

2.
YELLOW
Everything is OK except he’s unable to walk.  Does need an exam 




eventually.

3.
GREEN
Crying, No obvious bleeding, and walked out on command.

4.
BLACK
It hurts but there is nothing that could be done.

5.
RED

Respiratory rate is fast & capillary rate is slow.  Decreased 
mentation.

6.
RED

Respiratory rate is fast, and mentation is inappropriate.  In a child 




appropriate capillary refill only means that the child is compensating well.

7.
GREEN
Everything is appropriate at this time.

8.
GREEN
Everything is appropriate at this time.

9.
YELLOW
While the RPM is ok, the obvious injury needs treated eventually.

10.
RED

Respiratory rate is fast; capillary refill is delayed and mentation is 




questionable.  Be on the look-out for shock.

11.
YELLOW
A partial amputation of the foot is not life-threatening.  The child 




is ok for now.

12.
BLACK
We don’t have time to do CPR during triage.

13.
GREEN
A child that can run and cry is ok, at least temporarily.

14.
RED

Rapid respirations and delayed mentation even with an appropriate 



capillary refill indicate shock, especially in children.

15.
GREEN
Send one of the other “greens” to help her.

16.
YELLOW or RED
Spinal injuries need treated as soon as possible, but he isn’t 




in imminent danger of death.

17.
YELLOW
Slowed mentation indicates poor circulation.  He needs evaluated.
