Instructor Information and Answer Sheet

Each CERT is to stand at the head of one patient.  When the whistle blows, you will have 15 seconds to triage the victim.  The victims know what their Respirations, Pulse and Mentation are and will give you that information when you assess it.  To learn their respiratory rate you must touch them in a manner that indicates you are feeling for respirations.  To learn about the Pulse or Capillary Refill, you will need to do a blanch test or take a pulse.  Rotate to the next patient when the whistle toots.  Compare answers at the end.
