Whatcom document instructions

Triage Exercise:  We do this with PowerPoint - The scenario is explained and then we click through the exercise followed quickly by the correct answer and a discussion of why it was corrent.  Then we break into group and do a similar session by breaking the class into two teams (one is victims, one is CERTs). 

FRS and GMRS Radios:  Since the HAM community is so strong in our area, we spend some time talking about the difference between the family and amature radios.  

GRAD CERT:  We get a mini-commitment from them to continue to participate in CERT at this point while their energy is still high.  We also find out what name they would like on their diploma's so that we have ample time to get them prepared in advance.  We simply save the diploma for anyone who doesn't complete the class and award it when they finish.

MINI:  Used in the Psych portion.

LOST ANIMAL:  Given with the suggestion that those who have pets make sure they have a photo they can access, if needed.

TEAM ORG. CHECKLIST:  A final review document.
Who's Who in CERT:   We use the information from this to create the BINGO game used in session 3.  This, and the Bingo game, are used pre-class and during breaks.  Our goal is to help them get to know each other well enough that they can work together with the same type of relationship that might exist between neighbors.

Learning Style Inventory:  This is only used by the instructors to help facilitate individual learning and to shape class sessions to be most productive.

ICS document:  We use the ICS as much as possible throughout the course.
Coordinator Checklist:  Note that in Whatcom we schedule all classes through a County Coordinator and we use an administrative assistant to help with logistical matters, freeing up the instructor to work with the participants.

Focus Questions:  I thought everyone does this and was surprised to find that they don't.  These would need updated to the new curriculum.  We give them out in advance and ask the participants to complete them.  We don't check on them though to see if they did.  At the end of each session, we review the answers to make sure that we didn't miss any significant aspects of that particular class.  We combine the first 2 classes into one set of focus questions and don't use them for the last 2 classes (Scenario Based classes).
